Windows 95 Adobe PostScript Printer Driver 4.1.1 Installation








Before using the Win95 Setup included with the driver installer you must delete previous versions of the driver.  Failure to do so will result in the inability to select the PostScript Level 2 option for Microsoft Office applications in the driver “Graphics” menu. 





To delete a previous version of the driver 





1)	From the Windows 95 Printer Control Panel delete all of the current LSR2000 printers currently installed.  ( You may want to make note of the IP address prior to deletion).





1)	Use the Windows Explorer and open the \windows\system folder. 





2)	Find and delete the following files (not all files may actually exist in your configuration) from your SYSTEM directory:





	adobeps4.*


	dclnc*.*


iconlib.dll


psmon.dll





3)	After deleting the files restart the system.





4)	Change to the directory that the windows drivers were saved to and expand the “zip” file by double clicking on it.





5)	Run the setup program from the files just expanded.





	The setup program will install the Adobe PS 4.1.1 PostScript Driver and the latest PPD ( postscript printer driver ) in your system folder.   Any additional LSR2000 printers that need to be added to the system will require that you use this same setup file. You will not need to delete the files listed above in order to add additional printers.








DO NOT USE THE WINDOWS PRINTER CONTORL PANEL TO ADD ANY ADDITIONAL LSR2000 PRINTERS AS THE CONTROL PANEL WILL OVERWRITE THE NEW PRINTER PPDS AND render the “PostScript Level 2 for MicroSoft Office switch unuseable.
