1 Introduction

This document is a quick guide to help you enroll your authentication factors for Intel Authenticate. For more
information about Intel Authenticate, open the help in the Factor Management application.

2 Opening the Factor Management Application

You enroll and manage your Intel Authenticate factors using a simple wizard (called the Factor Management
application) on your computer. The Factor Management application opens automatically after the policy is set
by your IT department. But you can open it again at any time.

To open the Factor Management application:

1. On your computer, open the Search window and type Intel Authenticate. As you type, the application
icon and the help icon are shown in the search results.

2. Click the Intel Authenticate icon. The Factor Management application opens.

3. Click the arrows until you reach the enrollment page.

3 Enrolling Protected PIN

The Protected PIN factor enables you to create a short, easy to remember Personal Identification Number (PIN)
to use as an authentication factor. The minimum length and number of unique digits for the PIN are defined by
your IT department.

To enroll the Protected PIN factor:

1. Open the Factor Management application and click the arrows until you reach the enrollment page (see
Opening the Factor Management Application on page 1).

2. Inthe Protected PIN section, click ENROLL FACTOR. The Protected PIN page opens.

3. Click Enroll. A keypad is shown on the page with instructions and the minimum requirements for the PIN.

4 Enrolling Bluetooth® Proximity

The Bluetooth Proximity factor enables you to enroll your business or personal phone as an authentication
factor. Once enrolled, the entire authentication process is automatic and does not require you to do anything.
All you have to do is have the enrolled phone with you when performing the action (for example, OS Login).

Note:

e To enroll and use this factor, Bluetooth must be enabled on your computer and your phone. If you do not
know how to check this, see Enabling Bluetooth on the next page.

e You can only enroll and use one phone at a time.

The instructions for enrolling your phone depend on the operating system of your computer and the type of
phone you want to use:

e Android - See Enrolling your Android* Phone on page 7

e iPhone - See Enrolling your iPhone* on page 13

4.1 Enabling Bluetooth

The procedures in this section describe how to check that Bluetooth is enabled on your phone and your
computer.

To enable Bluetooth on your phone:

The method to enable Bluetooth varies for each type of phone. But on most phones, you will find a Bluetooth
option in the Settings page. Make sure that this option is turned on. For exact instructions how to do this, refer
to the help or documentation of your phone.

To enable Bluetooth in Windows* 10:
1. Select Start > Settings > Devices > Bluetooth.
2. Make sure that the Bluetooth toggle is turned On.

To enable Bluetooth in Windows 7:

4.2 Enrolling your Android* Phone

This section describes how to enroll your Android* phone with Intel Authenticate.

Note:

The operating system on your phone must be Android version 4.2.2 or higher.

To enroll your Android phone:

1. Make sure that your phone is charged and close by. Low power can cause communication problems
between your phone and your computer.

2. Open the Factor Management application and click the arrows until you reach the enrollment page (see
Opening the Factor Management Application on page 1).

3. Inthe Bluetooth Proximity section, click ENROLL FACTOR. The Bluetooth Proximity page opens.

Bluetooth Proximity using iPhones is only supported when using iPhone 5S or higher (iPhone 5 and iPhone
5C are not supported). The operating system on your iPhone must be iOS version 10.1 or higher.

1. Make sure that your phone is charged and close by. Low power can cause communication problems
between your phone and your computer.

2. Open the Factor Management application and click the arrows until you reach the enrollment page (see

After opening the app
again, bring it into the foreground. Then wait for a minute to enable the computer and the iPhone to re-
establish communications. After that, you can move the app back to the background (but do not close the
app). You also need to do this once after each time that you restart an iPhone.

4.3.1 Enrolling your iPhone (Soft)

This section describes how to enroll your iPhone with Intel Authenticate without installing an app on your
phone. These instructions are only relevant if your IT department has defined the “Soft” security level for this
factor.

Note:

Bluetooth Proximity using iPhones is only supported when using iPhone 5S or higher (iPhone 5 and iPhone
5C are not supported). The operating system on your iPhone must be iOS version 10.1 or higher.

To enroll your iPhone (no app):

1. Make sure that your phone is charged and close by. Low power can cause communication problems
between your phone and your computer.

2. Open the Factor Management application and click the arrows until you reach the enrollment page (see
Opening the Factor Management Application on page 1).

3. Inthe Bluetooth Proximity section, click ENROLL FACTOR. The Bluetooth Proximity page opens.

5 Enrolling Fingerprints

The Fingerprint factor enables you to use your fingerprints as an authentication factor. This factor can only be
enabled on computers that have a fingerprint reader installed.

Note:

Intel Authenticate will only ask you to supply one fingerprint for authentication. But if you enroll more than
one finger, you can then decide which finger you want to actually use when authenticating. Enrolling more
than one fingerprint will also prevent problems in the future if, for example, the finger you enrolled is

covered by a plaster.

Enrolling your fingerprint(s) to use with Intel Authenticate is a two step process:

1. Enroll at least one of your fingerprints in Windows. If you have a Fingerprint Management Application

(FMA) installed for your fingerprint reader, refer to the instructions of the FMA and enroll your fingerprints.

Alternatively, on Windows 10 you can use the built-in FMA of Windows:
e Windows 10 - See Setting Up Fingerprints in Windows* 10 on the next page
e Windows 7 - Windows 7 does not have a built-in FMA. Refer to the instructions of the FMA installed for
your fingerprint reader.

2. After enrolling your fingerprints in Windows, you are then ready to enroll them with Intel Authenticate
(see Enrolling Fingerprints in Intel Authenticate on page 26).

5.1 Setting Up Fingerprints in Windows* 10

This procedure describes how to set up your fingerprints in the Windows 10 operating system.

To set up fingerprints in Windows 10:

4. The Windows Hello setup page refreshes and asks you to scan your fingerprint.

5. Place your finger on the fingerprint scanner and lift it off again. You will be asked to repeat this process
several times until the fingerprint sensor has collected enough samples of your fingerprint. When
complete, the Windows Hello setup page refreshes.

6. (Optional) It is recommended to enroll at least two fingerprints. Click Add another finger and repeat
step 5.

7. Ifthisisthe first time that you are setting up Windows Hello, you will be asked to create a PIN. At the
bottom of the Windows Hello setup page, click Set up a PIN and follow the instructions. Note that this PIN
is for Windows Hello only (it is NOT related to the Protected PIN factor of Intel Authenticate).

8. When fingerprint setup is complete, you can enroll your fingerprints with Intel Authenticate (see Enrolling
Fingerprints in Intel Authenticate on the next page).

5.2 Enrolling Fingerprints in Intel Authenticate

This procedure describes how to enroll your fingerprints with Intel Authenticate.

Note:

Before performing this procedure, you must first set up fingerprints in Windows (see Setting Up Fingerprints
in Windows* 10 on page 24).

To enroll your fingerprints with Intel Authenticate:

The Face Recognition factor enables you to use your face as an authentication factor. This factor can only be

enabled on computers that have a supported camera installed.

Enrolling the Face Recognition factor is a two step process:

1. Set up face recognition in Windows (see Setting Up Face Recognition in Windows 10 below).

2. After setting up face recognition in Windows, you are then ready to enroll the Face Recognition factor in
Intel Authenticate (see Enrolling Face Recognition in Intel Authenticate on page 30).

6.1 Setting Up Face Recognition in Windows 10

This procedure describes how to set up face recognition in the Windows 10 operating system.

To set up face recognition in Windows 10:

After you have enrolled your factors you can make changes at any time using the enrollment page of the Factor
Management application. For example, if you want to replace your PIN, or the phone you enrolled to use with
Bluetooth Proximity.

To reenroll a factor:
1. Open the enrollment page, see Opening the Factor Management Application on page 1.
2. Forthe factor that you want to reenroll, click REENROLL FACTOR (or UNENROLL FACTOR).

3. Click Unenroll. At this point, for security reasons, you will be asked to authenticate using the factor that
you want to reenroll.

Note:

Sometimes it might not be possible to authenticate using the factor that you are trying to reenroll. For
example, if you lost your currently enrolled phone or forgot your Protected PIN. When you fail to
authenticate, you will be asked to authenticate using other factors that are enrolled for the OS Login
action. If your policy does not contain the OS Login action, you will be asked to authenticate factors that
are enrolled for the VPN Login action.

4. After unenrollis successful enroll the factor again.

The Intel AMT Location factor does not have a reenroliment option.
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
