APPENDIX A


Glossary


IO.INI� XE "IO.INI" � - Configuration file for the Microsoft Windows  95 I/O Subsystem. This file lists known drivers and TSRs with which IOS can use a 32-bit driver.


Layout.INF� XE "Layout.INF" � - Called by SETUP.INF, this file delineates what files are on which disk.


MKREF.BAT� XE "MKREF.BAT" � - A batch file that copies all the Windows 95 files from the OPK CD to the reference system. Used in a generic context, it refers to the entire process of copying the files and laying them out in the correct tree structure on the reference system.


MSCSD.EXE� XE "MSCSD.EXE" � - Microsoft Create System Disks tool. A utility that creates a set of Windows 95 setup disks (and optionally OEM disks) at the end-user site.


Multilingual installer� XE "Multilingual installer" � - A tool that lets OEMs replace the resource section of executable code with a foreign language. In the Windows 95 OPK, this is done through binary search-and-replace (also known as patching).


OEM ENGINEERING� XE "OEM ENGINEERING" � - The person or group of people who work on building the reference system for factory preinstallation.


OEM_SET.INF� XE "OEM_SET.INF" � - Windows INF file that contains operations used by the Windows 95 PISETUP tool to change settings in Windows 95.


PISETUP.EXE� XE "PISETUP.EXE" � - Front end for the end-user portion of the Preinstall setup process.


PISETUP WELCOME SCREEN� XE "PISETUP WELCOME SCREEN" � - The screen that the end user first sees in PISETUP on a single-language Express or Custom install.

Preinstallation� XE "Preinstallation" � - The set of tools and procedures that enable an OEM to install the Windows 95 operating system on a PC during the manufacturing process and minimize the setup time and skills required of the end user at the time they first boot their new computer. It is the preparation for the end-user setup experience (post-install). The two steps preceding this end-user setup experience are: creating the reference system and transferring to the reference server.


Post-install� XE "Post-install" � - The end user’s experience with setup the first time they boot their new computer. Post-install is the culmination of the preinstall process. Post-install setup is the setup process the end user goes through when they first turn on their new computer. A key Microsoft preinstall goal is to minimize the setup time and skills of the end user (that is, the post-install process); a healthy preinstall process will support this.


REGEDIT� XE "REGEDIT" � - Registry Editor. REGEDIT will be used as a preinstall tool in two ways: support of legacy systems (editing the reference systems registry) and addition of Windows software. Microsoft provides REGEDIT.EXE for adding, modifying, or deleting Windows software from the registry. REGEDIT has an interactive GUI or can be run in real mode with add/change-only capability.


Reference system� XE "Reference system" � - A copy of the installed system software that is ready to be transferred directly to the target PC during the manufacturing process.


STARTUP SCREEN LOGO� XE "STARTUP SCREEN LOGO" � - The screen that is displayed when Windows 95 is first booted.
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SYSTEM PROPERTIES CONTROL PANEL� XE "SYSTEM PROPERTIES CONTROL PANEL" �

TARGET PC� XE "TARGET PC" � - OEM computer systems being shipped to the end user or OEM sales channels.


WELCOME TO WINDOWS 95 DIALOG BOX� XE "WELCOME TO WINDOWS 95 DIALOG BOX" � - The Welcome dialog box that appears when Windows 95 boots for the first time. This dialog box includes branches to the Windows Tour, What’s New, Online Registration, and Tip of the Day.
