The OPK is a toolkit to provide the Windows 95 product in a format designed to enable OEMs to preload a ready-to-run configuration on new PCs. The kit contains the OEM Windows 95 product, tools, procedures, and documentation designed to help you install and customize the Windows 95 operating system on a new PC for distribution to end users.


This document discusses in detail the tools supplied in the OPK, and Microsoft recommendations for their use with Windows 95 setup as they relate to installation and customization of the product. Microsoft has four goals for this kit:


Enhance the flexibility, power, and ease of use of our preinstall tools and processes.


Help our OEM partners reduce their manufacturing, COGS, and support-related costs.


Minimize the setup time and skills required of end users.

Conventions


This guide uses particular document and keyboard conventions to help you locate and identify information. 


Document Conventions


To help you locate and identify information easily, this guide uses visual cues and standard text formats. The following typographical conventions are used:

Command names, utility names, switches, and any text you must type exactly as it appears. To carry out a command, type the command name, and then press ENTER.�

italic�
Parameters, titles, and definitions. In the case of parameters, you can supply the text for any item shown in italic. For example, if you want to use a parameter that calls for a file name, you must type the name of the specific file.�

ALL CAPITALS�
Directory and folder names, file names, and acronyms. When you type directory or folder names and file names, you can use lowercase letters.�

Keyboard Conventions


Key combinations and key sequences appear in the following format.

KEY1+KEY2�
A plus sign (+) between key names means you must press the keys at the same time. For example, “Press CTRL+C” means that you press CTRL and hold it down while you press C.�
�
KEY1, KEY2�
A comma (,) between key names means you must press the keys in sequence. For example, “Press ALT, F10” means that you press the ALT key and release it, and then press the F10 key and release it.�

Location Conventions


Files in the OPK are often delivered and used in more than one location. To clarify the location of the files, the following conventions are used to identify the drive that a subdirectory or file appears on. These drive identifiers will appear as part of full paths in place of the standard MS-DOS® drive letter. When using the paths, replace these identifiers with the driver letter or path used on your system.

File/directory is on the Preload Boot Floppy disk.�

Also, the OPK structure is designed to support multiple languages. To separate the common tools and files from the tools and files with localized text, the OPK contains a “LANG” subdirectory, with a language-code subdirectory under it. For English, this is LANG\ENG, for German, LANG\GER, and so on. In the text of this document, the language code is often referred to as XXX. You need to replace XXX with the language code for the language you are working with.

You have two choices as to where you can setup the end-user experience to run the Mouse Tutorial in custom mode setup, the First Run screens or the Custom Setup screens (PISETUP).  Which one you choose depends on how much of the custom process you plan to complete before the machine ships to the end-user.  If for example you plan to complete dual install or multilingual install before shipping the machine, you should enable the tutorial in the First Run screens because the user will never see the Custom Setup screens (you ran them).  If you do not plan to complete them, you should enable the tutorial in the Custom Setup screens.  An important point to note regarding multilingual enabled systems and the mouse tutorial is that the tutorial will be localized to the language selected if enabled in the First Run screens, but English-only if enabled in the Custom Setup screens.  This constraint is derived the mouse tutorial runs independently of PISETUP and thus a language has not been selected before the PISETUP language selection screen.�
