What is the Pan European edition of Microsoft Windows 95 ?



The Pan European Edition of Microsoft Windows 95 is an enabled version of the US product that provides both Application support and Document support for :-



Existing localized Greek, Russian, Polish, Hungarian, Czech, Turkish and Slovenian Windows 3.1 applications. 

For markets which did not have a localized version of  Windows 3.x but were supported by the Microsoft Windows 3.x version for Central and Eastern Europe. This includes the Albanian, Croatian, Romanian, Serbian, Slovak and Slovenian markets.

For markets not supported by any previous version of Microsoft Windows. Support is now included for the Byelorussian, Bulgarian and Ukrainian markets.



Application support: Enables you to run a localized application on a US enabled system. e.g. You can now run Russian Microsoft Excel 5 under Microsoft Windows 95 !



Document support : Allows you to create a multilingual document with TrueType fonts in all applications that support TrueType fonts. For example you can now create a document in Microsoft Word 6 for Windows which includes Czech, Russian, Greek and French text.



How do I install support for my country ? 



You can install this version of Microsoft Windows 95 by upgrading over an existing installation of the Microsoft Windows 3.x family. By default your existing settings will be maintained.

e.g. If you upgrade over Polish Windows 3.1 your default Regional settings will be Polish, your default keyboard will be Polish and you will be able to run your Polish MS-DOS and Windows applications as before.



Two types of upgrade can be performed :-



An MS-DOS upgrade where Microsoft Windows 95 Setup is started from the MS-DOS prompt. Setup will detect that there is an existing version of Microsoft Windows on your machine. 

A Windows upgrade where setup is started while running your existing version of Microsoft Windows 3.x.



In both these cases you will be prompted as to whether you want to install over this existing version.



If you choose to install this version to a clean machine you will have to explicitly specify what Regional settings you want. The default is US. To change this :-

In the Windows 95 Setup Wizard choose Custom setup.

In the Setup Type dialog scroll down through the list of options until you reach Regional settings option.

From the list of countries choose your country.



Regional settings : Defines what Windows ,MS-DOS code pages and system fonts are installed onto the system. This is not configurable after setup. Regional Settings also defines what International settings your system will have e.g. Date formats, Currency formats, Time formats and sort orders for applications. International settings can be changed after setup through the Regional Settings application in the Control Panel.













How do I install additional keyboard layouts after setup ?



In an upgrade setup by default 2 keyboard layouts are installed, the US layout and the keyboard layout that you had chosen in your previous version of Microsoft Windows 3.x.

The default switching mechanism between these layouts is Left Alt + Shift. This switching mechanism can be changed in the Control Panel keyboard application.

If you wish to add extra keyboard layouts after system setup run the Control Panel keyboard application. Choose the Add option and select the language you want to enter the text for.







Creating a multilingual document in Microsoft Word for Windows with the Pan European edition of Microsoft Windows 95



In a Polish document if you need to write , for example , a French paragraph and later a Russian paragraph :



Make sure that Russian, French and Polish keyboard layouts are installed on your system.

Open your Polish document in Microsoft Word for Windows and position the cursor where you want to start your French paragraph.

Activate the French keyboard layout by pressing Alt + Left Shift until the symbol Fr appears in the keyboard indicator. By default this appears in the bottom right of the Taskbar. Alternatively this layout can be chosen by clicking on the keyboard indicator and selecting the French layout from the list.

Choose one of the ANSI TrueType fonts  Arial, Courier New or Times New Roman.

Start writing your French paragraph. You can also format your paragraph e.g. bold, red and left aligned.

Change to the Russian layout

Choose one of the Cyrillic TrueType Fonts Arial Cyr, Courier New Cyr or Times New Roman Cyr.

Start writing your Russian paragraph

Save your document and make sure that you save the document as Microsoft Word For Windows document.
